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Race for the Presidency

Rules for Election Campaign

1. You have a budget of $1.6 million to spend trying to get elected as President of the United States.

2. You have 31 days to do your campaigning, which will start on Monday, September 24th and end on Friday, November 2nd. Your final project will be due Friday, November 9th.    
3. You must win 270 or more electoral votes to become President.  Your grade is NOT determined by how many electoral votes you get.
4. You must follow the rules of the project as detailed here.
5. You must fill out the attached Itinerary Sheet for every day (including the weekends) of the campaign to track:



1.) Where you are campaigning




2.) Your travel and hotel costs




3.) Your Electoral Vote tally
6. You must show all campaign stops on the attached map by drawing a line on the map indicating your travel and writing the date(s) above the line.  You will be coloring in all the states that you win in green and the ones you do not win in red.

7. You will write a paper about the project in writing lab, which will count as part of your English grade.
8. Final project for math will be (in the following order):

· Creative cover page with your campaign slogan

HOW TO Win the Electoral Votes:

1. VISIT THE STATE TO CAMPAIGN:  For each campaign stop in a state - morning or afternoon - you add the state’s swing percentage (which you can find on the attached chart) to your favorability % (which can also be found on the attached chart).  You need at least 50.5% of the votes to win the electoral votes for each state.  Remember you may visit a state more than once, each time adding the swing percentage to your existing total.
2. BUY TV ADs:  Each 30-second television commercial you air gains you 1% of the vote.  You do not have to be in the state to run a commercial there!  

The cost of a thirty-second ad is dependent on the state size which, for this game, is determined by the state’s population. 
a.   Small state (10 votes or less) - $15,000

b.   Medium state (11 – 20 votes) - $30,000

c.   Large state (21 – 30 votes) - $50,000

d.   Extra-large state (31 or more votes) - $70,000

TRAVEL RULES:

1.  You may only campaign in TWO states per day AND they must be touching geographically.

2.  You may travel at night or in the morning to a state that is NOT touching geographically
3.  You must measure the distance between State Capitals to determine the cost of your travel (this is the cost of travel between each pair of states):
a.   Between 0 – 300 miles:  $10,000

b.   Between 301– 500 miles: $15,000
c.   Between 501 – 1000 miles:  $45,000

d.   Between 1001 – 1500 miles:  $55,000

e.   Over 1,500 miles:
 $75,000

Hotel Accommodations:

1.
Every night you must stay in a hotel.  You have three options:

· You may stay in a hotel and then continue to campaign in that state 
OR

· You may stay in a hotel and then travel to a new state in the morning.

OR

· You may travel at night to a new state and then stay in a hotel.

2.      Hotel Prices: (once again: dependent on the state size which, for  this game, is determined by the state’s population.
a.
$15,000 a night to stay in a small state (10 or less electoral votes).

b.
$20,000 a night to stay in a medium state (11 – 20 electoral votes).

c.
$35,000 a night to stay in a large state (21 – 30 electoral votes).

d.
$60,000 a night to stay in an extra-large state (over 30 electoral votes).
