WELCOME TO 7TH GRADE MATH 2015-2016
Welcome to 7th grade!  It will feel great to not be the youngest in the school anymore.  I know we will have a GREAT year working together.  I look forward to getting to know each one of you.  In 7th grade math you will be studying the topics in units.  The units are:
1. Signed numbers
2. Exploring patterns, rules and variables
3. Probability
4. Geometry
5. Intro to algebra operations
6. Solving equations and inequalities
7. Statistics
8. Rates, ratios, proportions, similarity
9. Percents
10. Problem Solving
11. Number theory
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It is your responsibility to come to class prepared EVERY day.  Your homework grade will suffer if you are not prepared.  You will need the following supplies and it is expected that every day you will have your notebook, pencils, and calculator with you.  There is a seat sack on the back of each chair with supplies you may need during class.  Please be responsible about keeping the sacks neat!  This year you will be required to have your charged iPad and a stylus in class every day.
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Supplies for beginning of the year:
1. At least 2 sharpened pencils with erasers
2. 1.5” hard cover binder just for math or a section in a bigger notebook clearly labeled for math
3. Lots of notebook paper
4. iPad

5. Stylus to use with your iPad
6. Scientific calculator (it will be much easier if everyone tries to get the same one:  Texas Instruments – TI 30Xa)
7. Zipper pouch that fits in the front of your binder
8. 4 dividers for math (Names on dividers: Info, Notes, Standards, Worksheets)
9. 1 pocket folder to be used in the math lab class

10. A compass and protractor to be kept at home 
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A roll of paper towels

12. A container of disinfectant wipes (we clean the desks every day)

13. An open mind, ready to learn!

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Daily homework 

It is your responsibility to come to school each day with your homework!  You will be permitted 3 missing homework assignments per term.  After that you lose 2 points for each missing assignment.  Your online notebook will be graded periodically during the term for neatness, organization, and completeness.  It will be worth between 15 and 40 points.  I will contact your parents if I see that you are not completing your assignments.  

Absences
When you are absent from school it is important that you check my website.  You will be able to watch a clip of me teaching that day’s lesson and you will be able to see what your homework is.  All worksheets and handouts are accessible from my website.  If there is anything you do not understand you can come for extra help.  You may also check the school’s website for a listing of all homework (there is a link for this on my website).
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Extra Credit
One bulletin board is always devoted to extra credits and is called Break Time.  You will have the opportunity to do 4 different enrichment activities every month.  If you complete the activity correctly, you will receive 2 points of extra credit.  If you try it, but do not complete it correctly, you will receive 1 point of extra credit. (Accelerated students get 1 point for correct work only.) You must always turn in your work with each breaktime to receive the credit.  You have the opportunity to earn between 12 and 24 points of extra credit each term!  

There is also a “big” breaktime, which is a puzzle that cannot be taken  home, but is completed in class if all your work is done.  This breaktime varies in points and you will be told how many each is worth.

Extra help
Extra help is always available after school, except on days when I have meetings.  I will be happy to stay and help you whenever you need it.  Just let me know that you would like to come for help and I will write your name on the daily slips on the front board.  Be sure to let me know what you want to work on – don’t just show up with no questions. 

I have a very extensive website with a lot of practice problems, an area where I post the homework, project information, etc.  Please take advantage of www.mrsgumas.com throughout the year!!!

There is also the flashcard station, which has practice problems for each unit with the answers on the back.  This is a good independent way to study for a test.
At the end of each unit you will be given an “app” card which resembles an I –phone.  You will be placing an app on each concept that you have mastered for that unit (as noted by me on your test).  You can come back after school any time to make up any missing apps and get 5 points.  This is a great way to be sure you understand all the concepts.

I expect good behavior and respect for each other and for me at all times.  All school rules like no gum chewing, no bad language, getting to class on time, etc. must be followed at ALL times.  If you have a problem following the rules, you will be spending a lot of time with me after school and I will definitely be contacting your parents.  Be sure to take good care of the seat sacks and replace materials as you use them.

There will be many different ways in which you can reflect on what you have learned.  You will have many different times when you will be graded and, therefore, many chances to do well. I calculate all grades based on points.  Your grade belongs to you and so you can ask me at any time what your average is.  Your grade will be comprised of: 

· Quizzes - about 30 or 40 points each.

There will be at least 8 – 10 quizzes per term.  They will always be announced.
· Tests - about 100 points, sometimes more.

There will be 1-3 tests per term.  All tests will be preceded by review sheets, review in class and after school help.  All tests and quizzes are signed by your parents.


· Worksheets – about 20-30 points

There will be several worksheets that will be collected and graded each term.  
· Projects - there will be a few projects during the year, which will be worth between 40-100 points.  There will be much advance notice of any projects and their due dates.
· TTYL – daily exit slips, which allow me to see how you did on the day’s concept.

· “Checking-In”  - once or twice during each unit, you will have this short quickie quiz (about 20 pts).
